What to expect at MPA  

Musculoskeletal disorders (MSDs) are injuries that affect the muscles, 
tendons, ligaments, nerves, joints and spinal disks. Most work-related 
MSDs develop over time due to the nature of the work being done, or by 
the working environment. Types of MSDs include cumula-
tive trauma disorder (CTD), repetitive stress injury (RSI), 
and repetitive motion injury (RMI). MSDs diagnoses might 
include tendonitis, carpal tunnel syndrome, tennis elbow, 
neck and back injury, strains and sprains, bursitis, thoracic 

outlet syndrome and trigger finger.   

According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics musculoskeletal 
disorders (MSDs) accounted for 29% of all workplace inju-
ries requiring time away from work in 2007. (2008 statistics not 

available until later this year). Repetitive motion injuries continues to 
be the highest median days away from work (20 days). 
ñRepetitive motion, such as grasping tools, scanning grocer-
ies, and typing, resulted in the longest absences from work 
among the leading events and exposures.ò So as we con-
tinue to spend billions of dollars annually on workersô com-
pensation claims and direct care of MSDs, the hidden costs 
of lost productivity, employee turnover and other expenses 
continue to escalate. It is estimated that for every $1 spent 
on direct care, at least $4 is spent on the indirect care of 

MSDs.  

So how do businesses face these seemingly epidemic 
financial hardships caused by MSDs. Most develop ergo-
nomic programs that evaluate and develop corrective action 
plans to better design the job, equipment and workplace to 
fit their workers. It has been proven that ergonomic programs decrease 
injuries, illnesses and workersô compensation costs, as well as, absentee-
ism and turnover. Instituted programs also increase efficiency, physical well

According to an article in the Journal of Occupational and Environmental 
Medicine, ñIncidence of cumulative trauma disorders has been most effec-
tively reduced by use of individual risk-screening programs.

programs that include individual risk screening.ò
